FIRETHEEXECUTIVE, in striking range, came three and four-wide through the turn, chased through the stretch but evened out in the late stages.
BENESTAR stalked the pace, took a run determined at the leader midstretch but failed to get up and tired. P. L. HENRY, in range four-wide, chased late
turn then flattened out midstretch. GULCH KNIGHT raced off the pace four-wide and lacked a serious stretch response. MISTER DO IT, in touch along the
rail, showed no response in the stretch and tired.

FLASHING HONOR raced midpack, was roused four-wide late
turn, lacked a stretch response and tired. THORN BIRD DANCER held a short early lead, dueled on the turn, was headed at the top of the stretch and tired.
DANDO dropped well off the pace, was hustled three-wide into the stretch but never threatened. WHITEWATER MIST broke alertly and led briefly, settled in
striking range, stalked to the top of the stretch and tired.
