WONKA made his way to the rail racing under some reserve tracking just off the second flight in the opening half, came through close quarters shifting off
the inside entering upper stretch, found a path from which to challenge racing four deep nearing the furlong marker and just collared FIRST GUESS on the
wire under steady encouragement. The latter, reserved off the second flight racing just outside the eventual winner in the opening half, advanced to striking
distance racing four wide leaving the midway point of the far turn, hopped some tracks while moving to gain command between calls in late stage and
couldn't quite contain the winner. STEPFATHER went up from the break to dictate the pace along the inside while under light rating early, edged forward to
a clear advantage in upper stretch but yielded to the top pair late. COURTESY TITLE angled inwards gaining position with the first flight racing to the
backstretch, attended a rival's pace for a half, pressed that foe racing through the far turn and weakened in the drive. SPARSE settled between foes racing
to the backstretch, continued unhurried outside a rival to the second bend, was fanned six wide entering upper stretch and made some mild progress in late
stages. BUBBLING SPRINGS tracked the leaders three wide in second flight to the backstretch, continued between foes on the second bend, bid three
deep between foes entering upper stretch but lacked the needed final kick. LEAD THE WAY tracked the pace between foes in second flight, was eased
back off those foes before a half, shifted out to race three deep on the second bend to upper stretch and proved empty in the drive. CHOCTAW SMOKE,
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reserved in hand along the inside to the far turn, angled five wide to race between foes entering upper stretch but had no final kick. ABACO STORM tracked
just off the leaders as part of the second flight along the rail to the far turn but came up empty when called upon to advance. EL TIPO hesitated, then
hopped at the start, altered course while being steadied off some fallen rivals entering the first turn and trailed throughout. FAN TAN MAN, held up outside
foes, fell over a fallen rival near the seven furlong marker and lost his rider. IMAGE OF GRANDEUR, reserved outside foes just off the second flight early,
appeared to clip heels near the seven furlong marker, stumbled badly and fell, losing his rider. FOLLOWING THE RACE THE STEWARDS CONDUCTED
AN INQUIRY INTO THE INCIDENT ON THE FIRST TURN BUT NO ACTION WAS TAKEN.

HONEY CHILE broke sharply and to a clear advantage, was taken in hand to attend the pace between foes entering the bend, then responded to steady
prompting to draw clear in the last furlong. JINNY JUMP UP was settled along the inside in the opening stages, saved ground on the bend, shifted off the
inside splitting foes entering upper stretch, angled out four wide in late stages and produced her best stride late to secure the place. ANGEL OF MUSIC was
urged to secure terms with the first flight racing three deep into the bend, pressed the issue in that path into upper stretch and weakened when failing to
match terms with the winner. AWEEONEINTHEBUNKER was urged wrest the lead from a rival along the inside in the opening stages, dueled for command
into upper stretch and gave way in the last furlong. LOCK N LOLA tracked just off the first flight along the inside while under some reserve, then continued
evenly into the stretch. ROAR OF THE CROWD was urged to gain a position outside foes three deep in the second flight racing into the bend, drifted out
after three furlongs and steadily faded racing through the stretch. STONE FREE made some brief progress between foes entering the turn to gain terms
with the second flight but came up empty after three furlongs. QUEEN OF SCIOTO lacked response after the opening quarter.

HATTAASH, reserved
off the second flight outside foes in the opening stages, was caught four wide racing through the far turn but continued evenly in that path in the final stages
while earning a share. WISTFUL SMILE, reserved off the second flight near the inside racing to the far turn, shifted out a bit to challenge between foes in
upper stretch but flattened out. TUCKY was settled off the inside in the opening half, swung six wide racing into upper stretch but made no impression.
MIAMI ICE was settled saving ground in the opening half, then improved his position near the inside to late stages. STARTINGOLD tracked just off the
second flight along the inside to the backstretch, angled out five wide entering upper stretch but had no rally. SMOKE N ASPHALT was urged to the fore
from the break, set the pace along the inside to the far turn and gave way leaving the furlong marker. TERRIFIC TIM, taken in hand when avoiding close
quarters soon after the break, was bit rank under restraint in the opening stages and never mounted a serious challenge. MING GLO settled outside foes
racing to the backstretch, continued four and five wide throughout and offered no rally. READY TO TANGO tracked just off the leaders along the inside to
the backstretch but steadily retreated after a half. ALLOW settled near the inside, was outdistanced after a half, was pulled up on the far turn and walked off
