LAST WOMPUS gained a forward placing while angling inwards a bit to stalk just off the pacesetter under some reserve, moved to challenge that foe
entering upper stretch and prevailed in late stages under firm left handed encouragement. FOXIE'S BOY moved to the fore while angling inside soon after
the start, dictated the pace under light rating racing into the bend, resisted the winner's challenge leaving the furlong marker but came up second best.
GARBURETOR, held up off the second flight racing four deep in the opening stages, made steady progress three deep on the bend to gain striking distance
entering upper stretch but had no final bid. CITY NUMBER, brushed at the start by BILL OF BILLS, was firmly rated along the inside in early stages tracking
off the second flight, saved ground to upper stretch and improved position racing nearest the rail. WILL'S HONEY broke inwards brushing BILL OF BILLS,
was righted to gain a stalking position just off the leaders along the inside, couldn't match those foes after a half and steadily faded in the drive. BILL OF
BILLS, brushed, then squeezed between foes at the start, tracked the leaders between foes in second light to the bend but lacked the needed closing bid.

WHERE'S STERLING broke inwards bumping LEROY'S PRIDE and the eventual winner, was
collected to track the leaders from out of striking distance along the inside in the opening quarter, steadily drew on terms with the second flight shifting
outside those foes racing through the bend, swung four wide in upper stretch and secured the place while never menacing the winner. FLATTERMEJIM
broke outwards knocking LEROY'S PRIDE off stride, was quickly righted to dispute the pace inside rivals, continued inside the eventual winner entering the
turn, steadied momentarily off that foe leaving the three furlong marker, couldn't regain terms and gave way nearing midstretch. ASK EDDY angled inwards
gaining terms with the first flight, relinquished the lead to a rival to stalk just off the first flight racing into the turn, bid three wide between foes nearing upper
stretch but flattened out in the final furlong. LEROY'S PRIDE, off a step slowly, then knocked off stride at the start, recovered to gain a tracking position
along the inside, steadied off FLATTERMEJIM midway through the turn and steadily faded from contention. FOLLOWING THE RACE THE RIDER OF
FLATTERMEJIM LODGED A CLAIM OF FOUL AGAINST THE WINNER WHICH WAS DISALLOWED.

TOLL, reserved out of striking distance off the second flight near the inside in the opening quarter, gathered momentum on the bend while shifting out,
angled five wide leaving the quarter mile marker while continuing with interest, moved to challenge in that path leaving the furlong marker and narrowly
prevailed on the wire under brisk handling. BELLA MONETA was urged to gain a position just off the leaders near the inside, was held up off those foes
while switching off the inside after a half momentarily awaiting an opening, switched back to the rail in upper stretch to challenge inside the pacesetter,
wrested command leaving the furlong marker to gain a clear advantage late and couldn't quite fend off the winner. SPANISH COMEDY, forwardly placed
along the inside while under firm rating early, pressed the pace inside a rival racing the turn, edged forward to a clear advantage in upper stretch but
couldn't match the top pair late. MISS TWENTY ONE tracked the leaders outside a rival in the second flight, angled four wide to challenge between foes in
upper stretch but was outfinished. SLEETCALLING, prominent outside foes from the break, forced the pace outside a rival racing into the bend, then
weakened racing through the stretch. CALL ME DUTCHESS, bumped from both sides, then shuffled back at the start, settled into stride off the inside,
swung six wide racing into upper stretch but made no impression. I SEE MAMBO broke inwards bumping CALL ME DUTCHESS, was righted to gain a
tracking position three deep in the second flight racing to the turn but steadily faded after a half. LUCKY LASSIE was settled outside foes racing to the turn
but never seriously menaced. BILL'S PRESENCE broke outwards bumping CALL ME DUTCHESS, recovered to briefly contend between foes in second
flight, but faded racing near the inside approaching the stretch.

ROSEMONT SAMMY broke sharply, sped clear of his foes along the inside to open a commanding margin racing to the backstretch, resisted several rivals
when challenged entering the far turn to upper stretch and prevailed by a narrow margin under firm handling in a game performance. JINGLE JANGLE was
settled outside foes three deep in the opening half, circled into contention four wide racing through the far turn, drew on terms with the winner late and was
just outfinished. RENO RIDGE tracked the leader outside a rival from out of striking distance early, made a steady, three wide advance to challenge on the
far turn and continued willingly in that path to earn a share. BRISTOL BOY, reserved near the inside in the opening stages, angled out on the backstretch,
swung five wide leaving the midway point of the far turn while making solid progress and continued to close the gap in that path to the end. SOUTHERN
MUDD was settled along the inside in the opening half, shifted out to split foes leaving the quarter mile marker to challenge but was outkicked racing four
wide between foes. BELL Z GIRL tracked the leaders near the inside, saved ground to upper stretch but had no final bid. ARICAT led the second flight into
the backstretch, made a brief bid entering the far turn but emptied out in upper stretch.
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
