RIO'SFAVORITEONE chased between horses then a bit off the rail, split rivals in the drive and continued toward the inside late. NIP OF GOLD bumped at
the start, settled off the pace inside, came out in the stretch and improved position. MEADOW LAKE QUEEN had good early speed and angled in, stalked
outside a rival or a bit off the rail, bid alongside the pacesetter on the turn, drifted out into the stretch and weakened in the final furlong. GO LOURDES GO
settled off the pace inside, split horses on the turn, found the rail in upper stretch, came out in midstretch, went between foes in deep stretch and lacked the
needed rally. DERBY MEMO broke slowly, settled off the rail, came out some in the stretch and was not a threat. NINE RAILS sped to the early lead, angled
in and set the pace a bit off the rail then dueled inside on the turn and into the stretch and weakened in the final furlong. CHARO'S IMAGE angled in and
stalked the pace inside, fell back some on the turn and weakened in the stretch. LAVA FLOW chased off the rail, dropped back between horses on the turn,
came three deep into the stretch and had little left for the drive.
